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			Agri Worlds – Covered in farmland, Agri Worlds are planets that have been completely given over to the production of food, which is mainly shipped to neighbouring Hive Worlds. 

			Armoury Worlds – Planets that only exist to store weapons for the Emperor’s eternal war against the aliens that threaten the Imperium.
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			Death Worlds – Their ominous name says it all. These are planets covered in carnivorous plants and dangerous predators. They are almost impossible to colonise, but that doesn’t stop people trying.
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			Desert Worlds – Arid, sand-covered globes. Many of the Imperium’s Desert Worlds were once covered in lush vegetation, before decades of relentless warfare reduced 
them to barren husks.
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			Forge Worlds – Planets dedicated to the creation of machinery and weapons. Highly polluted, these worlds are covered in manufactoria, spewing toxic fumes into their poisoned atmospheres. 			Ocean Worlds – A planet completely covered in water, with little or no land mass. 

			Waste Worlds – Planet-wide dumping grounds, Waste Worlds are used to store rubbish and toxic material transported from all across the Imperium. 

			Xenos Worlds – The official name for a planet outside the Imperium of Man, often the home world of an intelligent alien species.
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			ZELIA’S OMNISCOPE 

			Zelia’s Omniscope is a device that was discovered by her mother on the Desert World of Mannia-4. The device can be extended to act as a telescope, or retracted to become a microscope or medi-scanner. Its built-in cogitator contains a vast database accessed by spoken instructions. As a joke, Elise Lor had Mekki program the computer’s speech synthesiser with her own voice print. Now, it is Zelia’s only link to her mother. 
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			SERVO-SPRITES

			Tiny human-like robots created by Mekki to help on board the Scriptor. These tiny automatons resemble the faeries of old Terran legends, complete with fragile mesh wings. With sharp probes instead of fingers, and wide picter-lenses for eyes, Mekki’s sprites have no intelligence of their own, but are programmed to be fiercely loyal to their master.

			WHAT DO YOU DO IF YOU STUMBLE INTO AN AMBULL NEST?

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			VOX-CASTER

			A Vox-Caster is an Imperial communication device that transmits via radio waves. Most vox-casters are short range, and susceptible to interference. For this reason, they’re unsuitable for interplanetary communication. 

			In fact, there’s only one way to communicate from planet to planet – telepathy! The Imperium employs legions of psykers known as Astropaths to transmit and receive messages across their vast empire. Even then the results are often unreliable, with most planets cut off from their galactic neighbours.

			DID YOU KNOW?

			Psykers are beings who have special psychic abilities such as telepathy and the ability to move objects with the power of their minds. Some can also control fire or predict the future. On the whole, humans distrust psykers, who are seen as a threat to the Imperium. The Inquisition ruthlessly hunts them down, either press-ganging them into service or  destroying them without mercy. 

			DID YOU KNOW?

			Chaos is the Imperium’s name for the Dark Powers and armies that exist within the warp. They are feared throughout the galaxy, their followers ruthlessly hunted and destroyed.
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			The monsters were coming. They were scrambling up the towering mushroom-trees, their claws slicing into the mottled trunks.
